Å Jeel al Amal (Generation of Hope) was established 
in 1972 as a social institution for the protection and 
welfare of needy boys.

Å The name of Jeel al Amal was chosen as a symbol 
of hope for an educated generation amidst the 
difficult political and social circumstances due to the 
Israeli occupation of Palestine in 1967.

Å In February 1997 the Lazarus Home for Girls was 
established in response to the need for a home for 
needy girls, many of whom are family members of 
Jeel al Amal boys.

Å As soon as it was established a committee of nine  
committed members of the Palestinian community 
in Jerusalem  ran the institution.

Within the first year of 
establishment the number 
of orphans rapidly grew 
from ten to 120 boys who 
received full support and 
protection at the boarding 
section or boysô home.

Å Since the beginning of the establishment, 
the intentions of operating such an 
institution were

Å to fill the growing needs of the civil society 
and local communities

Å by taking care of orphans and social cases 
from different regions in Palestine.

Å Jeel al Amalôsgoal is to compensate for 
familiesô love and care

Å by providing a safe environment, 

Å decent living conditions, 

Å formal and informal education, 

Å health care and 

Å psychological guidance.



Å Jeel today hosts and 
sponsors 92 children ages 
between 2 ï17.

Å Jeel includes the boarding 
section and co-ed private 
primary school.

Å Jeel has been supported by 
different international 
donors, church-related 
organizations (CROs), 
individuals and friends of the 
institution locally and from 
abroad throughout the years.

Jeel al Amal



Å Children who have been 
abandoned by their families 
reside at the boarding section 
or boysô home. They are 
dependent on the institution 
for their food, clothing, 
educational supplies and 
medical care.

Å It comprises of dormitories, a 
kitchen, dining room, laundry 
room and warehouses.

Å The boarding section is 
supervised by a number of 
dedicated house mothers to 
ensure love, sympathy, and 
attention.

Jeel al Amal School
Å The co-ed school provides free education to 350 boys and girls which include 

Jeel al Amal orphans and children from Bethany and the neighbourhood. 

Å The school operates in accordance with the Palestinian Union of Charitable 
Societies' regulations and the Ministry of Educationôs curriculum and 
educational instructions.

Å The school provides orphans the opportunity to learn and interact with other 
children from the surrounding community to ensure their empowerment and 
social integration in the future.

Å Most of the children succeed and pursue their secondary, higher education or 
vocational training and become successful and productive citizens. 

Å Currently, four members of the Board are graduates of the school.

Å These units comprise of grades One until 6 for special needs student

Å Students enroll from different areas  like Bethany, Abu Dees, and Sawahre. 

Å They all mingle under the auspices of Jeel al Amal.
